Game Ideas

1. Treasure Hunt

To Play:
1. Each player ‘needs a treasure’. This can be any object that is special to them.

/Devotion 2 - Read Luke 18: 18-25 »

In this passage Jesus talks to a man who is very rich. This man thinks he’s lived a good life,
followed God's rules and done lots of good things. But Jesus reveals that he is storing up
treasure on earth, not treasure in heaven. /

1. What did Jesus ask the rich man to do? How did the rich man react to what Jesus
asked?

Devotion 3 - Read 2 Corinthians 8: 1-5

The apostle Paul (who wrote this letter) is telling the people in the Corinthian church about the
generosity of another church. These believers understand what it means to serve Jesus with
their money and possessions and not to keep it all to themselves.

1. Do you find it easy to share your things?

2. How does Paul describe their generous actions?

3. Were these believers storing up treasure for themselves or treasure in heaven? How
can you tell the difference?

Pray

Give thanks that you can use your money or things, whether you have a lot or only a little, to
serve other people because of Jesus.

Pray that you will think of different ways to be generous to others with what you have. /
